#6054 - Lemont Green Initiatives:  Retain.
#6056 - Oxbow Midwest Calcining (formerly Chicago Carbon Company) There have been ongoing and consistent complaint from a resident in Briarcliff.  G. Bergmark will begin the discussion with Oxbow and the Village to better understand the full range of issues.  He will also set a date for the commissioners to tour the Oxbow facility.
#6057 - Environmental Checklists:  Ben Wehmeier has indicated several of the items on the checklist are being used by the Village but some of the items need review.  He will inform the commission is there is a need to review and/or revise the current checklist.
#6060 - Tech Review: St. Matthew Lutheran Church’s review was recommended for Council (Board) action with only small corrections.  LEAC made comments on tree plants and overall landscape and storm water plans.
A Group Home for the elderly was to be presented for annexation to the Village.  

No recommendation.
#6061 - Tier Two and Form R Reports: B. Reinke reports as they become available.
#6076 - Midwest Generation and Citgo: It is the intention of the commission to visit these sites this summer.  Dates to be determined.
#6078 - Alternative Energy Ordinances: The Village has minimal ordinances.  Ordinances continued to be collected from surrounding municipalities.  The commission will continue to research this topic as well.
One new source discussed was shale oil and gas.  The oil and gas are extracted from the shale through the process of Hydrofraking.  Because the process is becoming more mature this will become a commodity item.  This will replace coal for the purpose of generating electricity.

#6083 – Matt Ashe from E-Scrap confirmed the average weight of the recycling days is between 14,000 and 15,000 pounds. 
· The Fall date is set for October 15th, 2011, from 9AM-1PM, and will include all previous activities except tree planting and bicycle collection. 
#6084 – Items to put on our agenda for the coming year

· Rain Barrel program - contact Will County or others to research this project.  The Metropolitan Water Reclamation District (MWRD) might be an option.
· Prairie Landscaping for residences-there is current discussion around allowing residents to do native planting in residential areas.  We will look forward to further information on this and encourage in whatever way we can.
#6085 – The OAN sentries will be honored on September 22nd at 7Pm in the Village Hall.
#6086 – Will County has extended the opportunity for “E-cycle Front Door” pick up.  We would plan to have their representative attend one of our meetings to explain the offering.

#6088 - The IEPA held a Hearing on Air Quality in Lemont on May 25, 2011.  The discussion was centered on the new federal requirements of 75 parts per million of sulfur dioxide.  There are 4 areas in Illinois that are out of compliance and Lemont is one of them.  Enforcement of this new requirement is in the inception stages.  January 2014 is the date for the IEPA to submit their proposed plan, for reaching compliance, by July, 2017. Further, there is a proposal to combine three townships (Lemont, Lockport and DuPage) for the purpose of reclassification.  The solution appears to be a certification of non-attainment.

The recommendation for certification of non-attainment ha been forwarded by the Illinois EPA to the U.S. EPA for approval.

#6089 - International Energy Conservation Code, (IECC) – B. Reinke brought the current code books.  They are smaller than the originals, allow for individual situations where necessary, and are understandable, implementable and enforceable.
#6090 – Cook Composite Polymers has been acquired by Arkema of TOTAL Specialty Chemicals’ Coatings Resins.  The communication indicates that nothing will change and the new owner will comply with all requirements.  The purchase will be complete July 1, 2011.
